2. Ensure that my child is meeting expectations and attends all scheduled rehearsals.

As a Participant, I will:

· Limit my absences to no more than TWO rehearsals.  I understand that my stage time will be reduced as a result of excessive absences. 

· Attend ALL scheduled rehearsals during Tech Week
· Be on time, prepared, focused and ready to rehearse.

· Stay focused through the rehearsal, talking only when I am allowed.

· Respond positively to requests from staff, peers and adult volunteers.

· Respect others, keeping my hands and criticism to myself.

· Not use foul or offensive language.

· Not chew gum. Ever.

· Clean up after myself and, if necessary, others.

· Only leave rehearsal/theater space with permission and supervision.

· Follow all rules regarding safety procedures.
Chronic violations of the Pied Piper Players Participant Agreement will result in the following:

· First offense and Second offense:  Participant receives a verbal warning.

· Third offense:  Participant is asked to take a Time Out from rehearsal. They may return when they feel ready to participate within the expectations.

· Fourth offense:  Participant is asked to take a Time Out and must be invited back by a staff member. Producer notifies parent/guardian advising them of the situation.

· Fifth offense:  Parent/guardian is called and asked to take participant home. Participation in this and future productions is in jeopardy. Participant must write a letter making a case to come back to program.
